If using space heaters, ensure they are placed in a safe location away from flammable materials
and walls.
911 is for Emergency use only. Non emergencies, please call 908-369-4323.
On street parking is prohibited during the storm.
All residents are encouraged to remain at home, but if you need to venture out, please allow
extra travel time to allow for safe arrival at your destination.
Do not place trash cans or recycling cans out until the plows have passed. If you must put them
out, place them well back from the curb line so the plows or projected snow does not hit
them. Remove empty cans as soon as possible.

The Building Department is pleased to announce an amnesty program,
which will run until January 31, 2019. This program will excuse
residents and business owners from getting penalized for having open
permits, having previous work done without permits, failing to obtain a
Certificate of Occupancy and/or have an expired Temporary Certificate
of Occupancy. If you visit the Building Department within this allotted
time frame, we will assist you with gaining compliance for your projects.
Permit fees will still be applicable but, again, you will not be penalized
for noncompliance.

January is Radon Awareness Month - free Radon
Test Kits are still available. The local health
departments in Somerset County (Greater Somerset
Public Health Partnership) have agreed to
designate January as Radon Action Month. Radon
is a colorless, odorless gas that can be emitted from
naturally occurring rocks and soil that contain
uranium and radon. The Hillsborough Health
Department will continue to distribute free radon test
kits to Hillsborough Township residents on a first come, first served
basis. Residents can call the Health Department at 908-369-5652 or
stop in the Health Department between 8:30 am and 4:00 pm to get a
kit. Please see further information on the health website. 

Annual Free Rabies Vaccination Clinic to be held on
Saturday, January 26th at the Hillsborough
Township Department of Public Works Yard located
at 21 East Mountain Road. No pre-registration is
necessary. Dogs must be leashed and cats are
required to be in a secure carrier.  

Police The Hillsborough Township police reminds residents, as we approach
winter, that NJ law requires all snow and ice to be removed from
vehicle's hood, windows and roof before driving. For your safety, drive
slow & adjust your speed for the changing road conditions and increase
your following distance from other vehicles. Give snowplows and
sander vehicles plenty of room to work. Don’t tailgate and try not to pass
them as their field of vision is restricted - you may see them but they
don’t always see you! 

Also just a reminder that Township Code Chapter 143-21 prohibits
parking on snow covered roads. When snow is anticipated, use off
street parking as an alternative. Vehicles are subject to summonses and
the potential of being towed at the owner’s expense.
